The Bradford Brinton Memorial & Museum's Main Ranch 
House on the Quarter Circle A Ranch, on the National Register 
of Historic Places, was built in 1892 by William Moncreiffe, 
renovated and enlarged by Bradford Brinton in 1927-28, and 
opened to the public as a memorial to Western art and lifestyle 
through Helen Brinton's will in 1961. The Brintons' collection, 
on display in its original setting, includes splendid artwork by 
Charles M. Russell, Frederic Remington, Edward Borein, Frank 
Tenney Johnson, Hans Kleiber & Bill Gollings.  

 
Experience the lifestyle of a 1920s gentleman's working ranch through a guided tour of 
the Ranch House, view the featured art exhibition and the Native American Collection in 
the Gallery and take a stroll around the well-kept grounds and outbuildings and Little 
Goose Creek Lodge.  
 
The Museum's 2007 Summer Exhibition titled "Mayan Procession: A Visual Celebration" 
features 14 life-size oil paintings by Winifred Godfrey depicting the artist's tribute to 
Guatemala, to its physical beauty and the richness of the culture of its indigenous people. 
According to Godfrey "Mayan Procession is a monument to a vanishing group of people 
who have been greatly affected by the conquest, the Church, the government and army, 
and by tourism and Western culture. The fact that they have maintained their traditions in 
the face of this onslaught is a miracle. Mayan Procession is the way I chose to honor this 
beautiful and mystical group of people.'  
 

Exhibitions scheduled in the Patio Room Gallery during the summer feature the following artists: Bridger Konkel, oils 
(May 26 to July 5), Ginnie Madsen, woodcuts (July 7 to August 2) and Jim Jereb, etchings (August 4 to September 3).  
 
The Museum, which includes the Ranch House, Reception Gallery and outbuildings, is open to the public from May 26 
through September 3, daily 9:30 a.m. to 5 p.m., and is located 239 Brinton Road, about three miles from Big Horn, 
WY.
